trustee services to those individuals requiring

budgeting for future expenses.

A monthly statement is issued to each 
individual or a designated family member 
accounting for the resident’s income and 
expenses and providing the month-end 
account balance. Individuals who are 
recipients of the Saskatchewan Assured 
Income for Disability (SAID) program will often
